Exercise #14

That means, they DO NOT use absolute paths such as: 
'A: \\' OR 'C: \\' OR 'http: //' – These indicate the absolute location of a document, either on the A drive (usually the floppy drive), the C drive (usually the hard disk) or on the World Wide Web (usually http).
1. Open the template.htm document you created in Exercise 5 and save it as index.htm. Ensure that this and all of the exercises you have completed reside in the web_dev_exercises folder, except for Exercise 13 which should be in the horror_authors folder within the web_dev_exercises folder.
