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HTML – Web Input Form

1. Open poe.html from “Productivity – Building a 3 Page Site” and save it as survey.html

2. Where the authors name appears change it to: Classic Horror Authors - Survey.


3. Update the title tag of the page accordingly as well.

4. Your page will require the following modifications:

a. Remove the rightpanel div element and the contents within it. It won’t be required for the survey page.

b. Adjust the width of the content div so it is the same as the header, navigation and footer div elements.

c. Remove the margin-bottom and float:left styles from the style declaration for the content id selector.
